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TIMBERLINE TALK  

Northeast Flooding/Parkland Improvements 

Since there has been a history of storm water drainage problems along the north 

end of Duncan Road and within Timberline Valley Subdivision (Northeast area) 

Parkland College will be making improvements to the western portion of their 

campus that includes improvements to their storm water drainage system.  Park-

land College has agreed to allow the City to take advantage of their project by ex-

panding the scope to include improvements that will benefit areas outside of Park-

land College.  Specifically, these areas would include the north end of Duncan 

Road and the Timberline Valley Subdivision. 

 

Parkland College, over the next several years, plans to make several improvements 

to the western portion of their campus (see page 2 for map): 

¶ To accommodate the increased storm water runoff that will be gener-

ated by Parklandôs proposed improvements, a new system of ditches, 

berms and storm sewer piping will be constructed throughout the west-

ern portion of the campus.  The purpose of the berms is to prevent 

storm water from leaving the Parkland property and entering the City 

right-of-way.  Instead, water flowing toward Duncan Road will be in-

tercepted by the berm and directed toward storm sewer inlets, which, in 

turn, drain toward the detention basin.  Duncan Road drainage on the 

west side of the berm (still on the East side of Duncan), will be col-

lected via inlets, and directed toward the same storm sewer piping that 

flows toward the basin.  Storm water detention capacity will be in-

creased by constructing a supplemental basin adjacent to the existing 

basin in the southwest corner of the campus. 

¶ To better accommodate the proposed buildings and future traffic needs,  

Parkland plans to eliminate the existing Duncan Road entrance to the 

campus and replace it with a new entrance located approximately 900 

feet north of Bradley (north of the Valerie/Duncan Road intersection). 

¶ Parkland is planning on building a 64,000 SF Applied Technology 

Center that will be located near the northwest corner of the campus, 

just north of the existing Duncan Road entrance.  The intent is to have 

the facility ready for classes in spring 2012.  

 

Because of the upcoming construction on the Parkland College campus you should 

be aware that they will be using Duncan Road extensively for various construction 

vehicles.  Please be careful when using Duncan Road. 
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
